During opera-
tions the driver and vehicle com-
mander usually occupied the front
seats (driver on the right, com-
mander on the left while facing
forward) with the gunner in a
small open topped turret which
could be manually traversed
through a full 360 degrees, while
the weapon itself was fitted in a
spring loaded combination AA or
ground mount. An armored truck
was also made from the same ba-
sic design.
